Public Hearing Ordinance #018-2017

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS ROAD IMPROVEMENTS IN AND BY THE TOWN OF HAMMONTON, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $850,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $807,500 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWN TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF HAMMONTON, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
The improvement described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Town of Hammonton, in the County of Atlantic, New Jersey (the "Town") as a general improvement.  For the improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a), there is hereby appropriated the sum of $850,000, including the sum of $42,500 as the down payment required by the Local Bond Law.  The down payment is now available by virtue of provision for down payment or for capital improvement purposes in one or more previously adopted budgets.


Section 2.
In order to finance the cost of the improvement or purpose not covered by application of the down payment, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $807,500 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


Section 3.
(a)  The improvement hereby authorized and the purpose for the financing of which the bonds are to be issued is various road, curbing and sidewalk improvements including, but not limited to, Cherry Street from Egg Harbor Road to S. 3rd Street, South 3rd Street from Central Ave to Chestnut Street, Passmore Ave and S. Grand Street Intersection, 10th Street - 500 Block, Front Street from Passmore Ave to Line Street, Lincoln Street from Passmore Ave to Line Street, Lakeview Avenue, Lakeshore Drive, Fern Wood Drive, West Lane, Kings Lane, Queens Lane, East Lane, Lake Terrace, Virginia Ave, Pleasant Street, North Liberty Street,  Elvins Ave, Linda Ave, 2nd Road, various tree removal as needed, Line Street from NJ Transit Railroad tracks to Washington Street, and any other roads that may need improvements, including all work and materials necessary therefor and incidental thereto.


(b)  The estimated maximum amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the improvement or purpose is as stated in Section 2 hereof.


(c)  The estimated cost of the improvement or purpose is equal to the amount of the appropriation herein made therefor.


Section 4.
All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the chief financial officer; provided that no bond anticipation note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The bond anticipation notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the chief financial officer.  The chief financial officer shall determine all matters in connection with bond anticipation notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the chief financial officer's signature upon the bond anticipation notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of the Local Bond Law.  The chief financial officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The chief financial officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.


Section 5.
The Town hereby certifies that it has adopted a capital budget or a temporary capital budget, as applicable. The capital or temporary capital budget of the Town is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.  To the extent that the purposes authorized herein are inconsistent with the adopted capital or temporary capital budget, a revised capital or temporary capital budget has been filed with the Division of Local Government Services.


Section 6.
The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:


(a)
The improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is not a current expense.  It is an improvement or purpose that the Town may lawfully undertake as a general improvement, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefitted thereby.


(b)
The period of usefulness of the improvement or purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 10 years.


(c)
The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Town as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $807,500, and the obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


(d)
An aggregate amount not exceeding $170,000 for items of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for the purpose or improvement.


Section 7.
The Town hereby makes the following covenants and declarations with respect to obligations determined to be issued by the Chief Financial Officer on a tax-exempt basis.  The Town hereby covenants that it will comply with any conditions subsequent imposed by the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), in order to preserve the exemption from taxation of interest on the notes, including, if necessary, the requirement to rebate all net investment earnings on the gross proceeds above the yield on the notes. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to act on behalf of the Town to deem the obligations authorized herein as bank qualified for the purposes of Section 265 of the Code, when appropriate.  The Town hereby declares the intent of the Town to issue bonds or bond anticipation notes in the amount authorized in Section 2 of this bond ordinance and to use the proceeds to pay or reimburse expenditures for the costs of the purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance.  This Section 7 is a declaration of intent within the meaning and for purposes of Treasury Regulations §1.150-2 or any successor provisions of federal income tax law.


Section 8.
Any grant moneys received for the purpose described in Section 3(a) hereof shall be applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvement or to payment of the obligations issued pursuant to this bond ordinance.  The amount of obligations authorized but not issued hereunder shall be reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.


Section 9.
The chief financial officer of the Town is hereby authorized to prepare and to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document to be distributed in connection with the sale of obligations of the Town and to execute such disclosure document on behalf of the Town.  The chief financial officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate undertaking to provide secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Town pursuant to Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Rule”) for the benefit of holders and beneficial owners of obligations of the Town and to amend such undertaking from time to time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof, provided such undertaking is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized bond counsel, consistent with the requirements of the Rule.  In the event that the Town fails to comply with its undertaking, the Town shall not be liable for any monetary damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific performance of the undertaking.


Section 10.
The full faith and credit of the Town are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Town, and the Town shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Town for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


Section 11.
This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

Valley Avenue Utility Replacement (ARH #11-30159):  


The construction on Valley Avenue is completed. Valley Avenue and Broadway have been paved. All signage and striping has been installed. There are two outstanding items remaining to be addressed. The Contractor has to seal the joints where the new paving meets the existing road, and address a low spot in the gutter line near Broadway.  The contractor has been discussing these matters with their subcontractor.  All other items have been completed. Our office has reviewed ways to reduce the project scope to keep all costs within the NJDOT grant, however we do not believe this will be feasible.  Our office has also spoken to NJDOT and we have been informed the Town needs to act on this project ASAP or risk losing the grant money.  NJDOT informed our office they will not allow the Town to wait on this project any longer.  As a result we need the Town to decide how they wish to move forward with this project:

Option #1 – ARH Final Design/Bidding Contract $4,500.00:

Authorizing this contract will allow our office to submit bidding plans to NJDOT seeking authorization to bid the project as well as complete all bidding services for this project.  This contract will include two (2) rounds of bidding (if necessary) as well as time to negotiate the project with prospective bidders should both bidding rounds result in a rejection of bids.  Once the project has been bid the Town can decide how to move forward (i.e. award a project or abandoned the project).  Our office would like to note if the Town is able to award the project there will be a need for Construction Administrative/Inspection services which is not included in this contract.

Option #2 – Abandoned the Bike Path Project:

Should the Town decide to abandon the project due to lack of funds then a letter will be written to NJDOT by the Administrator officially letting them know the Town does not intend to move forward and is giving the grant money back to NJDOT.

Plymouth Road Drainage (ARH #2017-0575):


At a prior PWTC meeting, we were requested to meet with the PW Superintendent and area residents related to possibly providing a solution to a drainage concern in the area.  We have proposed a Phase I project scenario which would at least provide sufficient elevations and locations necessary to determine feasibility.  The Phase I goal would be to take the elevations necessary to see if a drain to the street could be installed from the low point in the rear yard area.  There is a 12” water main that would be need to be crossed with any drainage pipe installation.  Once the elevations are obtained, we would complete the following tasks:

· Plot elevations on the existing plan pieced together from the individual septic system plans obtained from the Construction Officials records.

· Plot the location and depth of the existing 12” water main, ground elevation at the fence line along the back line of the home, elevation of edge for the pavement, drainage pipe, size, type and inverts.

· Review potential to solve the drainage concern through the construction of crossing pipe inlet and stub pipe for individual property owners to use for the pipe, swale underdrains, extensions, etc. to the rear yard low area.

We would also need assistance from the PW and MUD Departments to complete the following tasks:

· Open existing grates to obtain existing storm sewer data.

· Locate and excavate over top of the existing 12” water main to obtain elevation of same.

Introduce Ordinance #020-2017- Purchase of Computer Equipment

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE PURCHASE OF COMPUTER EQUIPMENT IN AND BY THE TOWN OF HAMMONTON, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $232,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $220,400 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWN TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF.


BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF HAMMONTON, IN THE COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, NEW JERSEY (not less than two-thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
The improvement described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized to be undertaken by the Town of Hammonton, in the County of Atlantic, New Jersey (the "Town") as a general improvement.  For the improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a), there is hereby appropriated the sum of $232,000, including the sum of $11,600 as the down payment required by the Local Bond Law.  The down payment is now available by virtue of provision for down payment or for capital improvement purposes in one or more previously adopted budgets.


Section 2.
In order to finance the cost of the improvement or purpose not covered by application of the down payment, negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $220,400 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of the bonds, negotiable bond anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


Section 3.
(a)  The improvement hereby authorized and the purpose for the financing of which the bonds are to be issued is the purchase of computer equipment, including all related costs and expenditures necessary therefor and incidental thereto.


(b)  The estimated maximum amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the improvement or purpose is as stated in Section 2 hereof.


(c)  The estimated cost of the improvement or purpose is equal to the amount of the appropriation herein made therefor.


Section 4.
All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the chief financial officer; provided that no bond anticipation note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The bond anticipation notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the chief financial officer.  The chief financial officer shall determine all matters in connection with bond anticipation notes issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the chief financial officer's signature upon the bond anticipation notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of the Local Bond Law.  The chief financial officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The chief financial officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.


Section 5.
The Town hereby certifies that it has adopted a capital budget or a temporary capital budget, as applicable. The capital or temporary capital budget of the Town is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith.  To the extent that the purposes authorized herein are inconsistent with the adopted capital or temporary capital budget, a revised capital or temporary capital budget has been filed with the Division of Local Government Services.


Section 6.
The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and stated:


(a)
The improvement or purpose described in Section 3(a) of this bond ordinance is not a current expense.  It is an improvement or purpose that the Town may lawfully undertake as a general improvement, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefitted thereby.


(b)
The period of usefulness of the improvement or purpose within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the date of the bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 7 years.


(c)
The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Clerk, and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey.  Such statement shows that the gross debt of the Town as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $220,400, and the obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by the Local Bond Law.


(d)
An aggregate amount not exceeding $46,400 for items of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for the purpose or improvement.


Section 7.
The Town hereby makes the following covenants and declarations with respect to obligations determined to be issued by the Chief Financial Officer on a tax-exempt basis.  The Town hereby covenants that it will comply with any conditions subsequent imposed by the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), in order to preserve the exemption from taxation of interest on the notes, including, if necessary, the requirement to rebate all net investment earnings on the gross proceeds above the yield on the notes. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to act on behalf of the Town to deem the obligations authorized herein as bank qualified for the purposes of Section 265 of the Code, when appropriate.  The Town hereby declares the intent of the Town to issue bonds or bond anticipation notes in the amount authorized in Section 2 of this bond ordinance and to use the proceeds to pay or reimburse expenditures for the costs of the purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance.  This Section 7 is a declaration of intent within the meaning and for purposes of Treasury Regulations §1.150-2 or any successor provisions of federal income tax law.


Section 8.
Any grant moneys received for the purpose described in Section 3(a) hereof shall be applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvement or to payment of the obligations issued pursuant to this bond ordinance.  The amount of obligations authorized but not issued hereunder shall be reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.


Section 9.
The chief financial officer of the Town is hereby authorized to prepare and to update from time to time as necessary a financial disclosure document to be distributed in connection with the sale of obligations of the Town and to execute such disclosure document on behalf of the Town.  The chief financial officer is further authorized to enter into the appropriate undertaking to provide secondary market disclosure on behalf of the Town pursuant to Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “Rule”) for the benefit of holders and beneficial owners of obligations of the Town and to amend such undertaking from time to time in connection with any change in law, or interpretation thereof, provided such undertaking is and continues to be, in the opinion of a nationally recognized bond counsel, consistent with the requirements of the Rule.  In the event that the Town fails to comply with its undertaking, the Town shall not be liable for any monetary damages, and the remedy shall be limited to specific performance of the undertaking.


Section 10.
The full faith and credit of the Town are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.  The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Town, and the Town shall be obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Town for the payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.


Section 11.
This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

Resolution #104-2017- Extend 2% CAP on Police and Fire Arbitration Contracts 
Resolution Urging the State Legislature to Extend the 2% Cap on Police and Fire Arbitration Contract Awards

WHEREAS, local municipalities require specific tools to address the rising cost of municipal government; and 

WHEREAS, in July 2010 the Governor and New Jersey State Legislature enacted a permanent 2% cap on municipal and school board tax levies with limited exceptions that did not include police and fire arbitration contract awards; and

WHEREAS, salary costs, to a great extent, drive property tax increases; and

WHEREAS, in December 2010 the Legislature unanimously approved and the Governor enacted a temporary 2% cap on police and fire arbitration contract awards in an effort to control increasing salary costs and provide a solution to assist local governments in keeping property taxes down and cost under control; and 

WHEREAS, the December 2010 legislation included an April 1, 2014 sunset on the 2% arbitration cap while the 2% property tax levy remained permanent for municipalities and school boards; and

WHEREAS, in June 2014 the Legislature unanimously approved and the Governor enacted an extension to December 31, 2017 for the 2% arbitration cap, however, the 2% property tax levy cap continues to remain permanent, without an exemption for police and fire arbitration contract awards; and

WHEREAS, municipalities continue efforts to contain costs and provide vital services to  residents within the 2% property tax levy while the New Jersey economy remains sluggish and taxpayers struggle to keep their homes and pay their taxes; and

WHEREAS, we recognize that this change in arbitration reform needs a longer time to mature in order to see the benefits of the legislation and its actual impact on the cost of local government budgets and the impact on taxpayers; and 

WHEREAS, the final report and recommendations of the Police and Fire Public Interest Arbitration Impact Task Force, which was established in the December 2010 legislation,  is not due until the same day as the expiration of the cap on interest arbitration awards, December 31, 2017; and

WHEREAS, we recognize it is now time for our taxpayers to benefit directly from these cost saving measures as many police and fire contracts will come due for negotiation after the sunset date,  and

WHEREAS, 
if the cap on interest arbitration expires while the 2% levy cap remains in effect, municipalities will be forced to reduce or eliminate municipal services in order to fund interest arbitration awards; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the governing body of Town of Hammonton urges the State Legislature to extend the 2% cap on Police and Fire Arbitration Contract Awards for 5 more years at which time the Legislature will have hard data to examine and then make a final decision as to whether this law should be made permanent; and  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution is forwarded to Assemblypersons Howarth and Rodriguez-Gregg, State Senator Dawn Addiego, the Commissioner of the Department of Labor, the Lieutenant Governor and the Governor of State of New Jersey and the League of Municipalities.
