PUBLIC WORKS ACTION ITEMS:

NJDOT, Local Freight Impact Funding FY-2018 (ARH #2017-0730):

The Town and our office received a letter dated 9/26/17 (copy attached) regarding a new NJDOT Construction Funding Program that the Town might want to consider.  The program will fund pavement preservation projects to improve pavement conditions in support of freight travel on Municipal/County transportation infrastructure (roadways).  We talked with the NJDOT Representatives whether additional funding could be received for the Second Road Reconstruction project.  There are a number of companies whose delivery trucks use this section of roadway.  The NJDOT representative indicated that it would be worth a try to make the request for funding consideration.  Presently, the project construction estimate indicates that approximately $270,000.00 would be the Town’s share for the Second Road Reconstruction project which extends from Chew Road County Route #559 to 12th Street State Route #54.  We would therefore make the request to the NJDOT for an additional $300,000.00 under this program.


We would estimate a cost of $3,200.00 to complete this new application under the SAGE program.  Much of the existing information will be used to save money and supplemented with the following information as required as part of the NJDOT submission:

· Vehicular Traffic Counts

· Truck Traffic Counts

· Information and support letters from Police Chief, Area Businesses using 2nd Road including estimated truck traffic per month.

· Revised construction estimate.

· Support letter from Atlantic County.

The application for this program must be submitted by 12/19/17.
